3. Book

B. a regularly printed document consisting of large sheets of paper that are folded together – F

4. Table
A. a flat surface, usually supported by four legs, used for putting things on – T
B. a seat for one person that has a back, usually four legs, and sometimes two arms – F

5. House
A. a building for people, usually one family, - T
B. a building where you pay to have a room to sleep in, and where you can sometimes eat meals - F
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
